Originally from St Louis, Missouri, Captain Werthmuller was an alumnus of the U. S. Naval Academy class of 1942, which graduated six months early in December 1941 due to WWII. He attended submarine school and served in submarines during the war. Subsequent Navy duty assignments included command of USS Spinax
